This serves as protection fnom lightning sidkes and static buildup, and from high voltagas
witiich mary e present in the equipment attached 1o the armenna. A good electrical connaction should ba mada 19 one of man ground rods drectly
ab the baea of the antenna uaing a loasi #10 AWG ground wine and non-comosive hardware, For details and safety standards, consult the National
Elactrical Code. You should also use & coaxial bghtning arressor. Cutheraft offers several different models, such as the LAC-1, LAC-2 or tha LAS-
i BpTies.
