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INSTRUCTION MANUAL



The PTP-150 can be used in two 
configurations.  For inline mounting, 
use figure 1 to loosely assemble the 
brackets before installing them on the 
pipes.  In this configuration, the 
distance between the clamps will affect 
the torque capability.  Space the 
brackets as far apart as possible for 
maximum holding power.  Distance “D”

Use figure 2 to assemble the brackets
in the cross mounting pattern.  Don’t 
forget the center nut.  Use this nut to 
tighten the mast side of the clamp
so that the other tube can be removed
without removing the entire clamp.

This is a static rating and does not include inertia 
from rotating.
