Try to find a weak signal somewhere aroundthe middle of tlre band. lf 'you can't find a signal, bacrgiound noise rran be used. Using a non-metallic scrr;uvdriver, turn tlre slugs liabeled rl and iz ri, oest re-epli,on. nternate between the twountil:you hav'e peaked the receliv6 signal
